3 Overview

The VS-6EIIl is a high quality 4x4 Video Audio Matrix Switcher for
composite video and audio stereo signals. It is a true matrix switcher, letting
you simultaneously route any input to any or all outputs. In particular, the
VS-6EIII 4x4 Video Audio Matrix Switcher:

e Includes 4 rotary input selector knobs

e Automatically switches the stereo audio signals with the video signals
(audio-follow-video), when switching an input to an output

To achieve the best performance:

e Connect only good quality connection cables, thus avoiding interference,
deterioration in signal quality due to poor matching, and elevated noise
levels (often associated with low quality cables)

e Avoid interference from neighboring electrical appliances that may

adversely influence signal quality and position your Kramer VS-6EIII
away from moisture, excessive sunlight and dust

— No operator-serviceable parts inside unit.

— Use only the Kramer Electronics input power
wall adapter that is provided with this unit'.

MElyility — Disconnect power and unplug unit from wall
before installing or removing device or servicing unit.

To connect' the VS-6EIII 4x4 Video Audio Matrix Switcher, as illustrated in
the example in Figure 2, do the following™:

1. Connect up to four composite video sources (for example, DVD players) to
the A, B, C, and D VIDEO BNC IN connectors, and the appropriate AUDIO
L and R RCA IN connectors.

2. Connect the VIDEO BNC OUT connectors and the appropriate AUDIO L
and R RCA OUT connectors to up to four composite video acceptors, for
example:
= The VIDEO OUT 1 to a display and the AUDIO OUT 1 to an AV

receiver with speakers

= The VIDEO OUT 4 and the AUDIO OUT 4 to a plasma display

3. Connect the 12V DC power adapter to the power socket and connect the
adapter to the mains electricity (not shown in Figure 2).

2 Switch OFF the power on each device before connecting it to your VS-6EIIL After connecting your VS-6EIIL, switch on its
